Guest speaker, Dennis Kent shared his storey about Mariposa Behavioral Health being there to help him through tough times.  He expressed his gratitude.
Bob Linneman introduced Tony Radonovich from 6th Street Cinemas.  Tony discussed bringing films about mental health to the community.  He feels “spot on subject films” would do the best here. He also feels that having representatives there from Mariposa Behavioral Health would be beneficial.  Jim Rydingsword suggested having these films as a reoccurring event. Bob Linneman volunteered to be the liaison for getting further information on setting up these films.
II. Approval of Minutes:  Bob Linneman moved to approve the March 4, 2010 minutes. The motion was seconded by Jennifer Gamble and carried by the board.    
III. Reports:

A. Jim Rydingsword:  Suggested having Adult Systems of care and Children’s System of care come to the Mental Health Board meetings to discuss how each department is doing.  Psychiatrist position has been posted.  No applicants as of yet.  Discussion on whether there is enough advertising.  The position is posted on the county web under employment opportunities.  Edith Ankersmit suggested running an ad in a psychiatrist magazine. Discussion on the salary.  
B. John Lawless:  The Coulterville office has increased there hours from 16 to 32 hours a week Monday-Thursday, 8:00 to 4:30.  There is an order put in for a T1 line to be run to Coulterville.  This would allow Coulterville to offer Telepsych to their clients.  This would also allow eligibility to be verified and applications could be filled out online.  AA groups are able to meet there as well.  Bobbie McFarland will be taking over Telepsych here.  The community at the Road House has been going through the policy and procedures.  Hand outs were handed out and will be gone over at the next meeting. The 2010/2011 MHSA Plan update was handed out as well.
C. Michael Bishop:  Michael Bishop went over the staffing changes.  Joy     McClure has retired from Mariposa Behavioral Health and has opened her own private office.  We will be able to refer out clients to her.  Mary Ellen Clayton has accepted a position as a Clinician with Traditional Mental Health.  Todd Davidson has accepted a position with Adult Systems of Care as the dedicated Clinician for ASOC.  He will be moving to the ROAD House.  Bonnie Bittle has accepted a position as a Clinician with Traditional Mental Health.  Our waiting list is now down to 2 weeks instead of 6 weeks.  The goal is to be able to take walk-ins three days a week.  Case loads are improving.  
   D. Ruth Catalan: Introduced Anita Petrich, the new patients rights advocate.           Anita wants to volunteer her time until July 1, to make sure she will be able to do the job and do it well. Bob Linneman motioned to except Anita’s volunteered time, Lori Ritter seconds and the vote was carried by the board.
